Meeting Time and Place - Mondays from
4:30 to 5:30 PM at Covenant Way Church,
located at 875 Covenant Way in Lebanon,
OH.

Investment - First child - $30 per month;

Calendar - The Choir will meet once each
week from September through May. There
will be two major worship experiences; one in
early December and one in mid-May. Two
service performances will also be available.
There will be an orientation/placement
meeting Monday, August 28™ at 4:30 PM.

Music - Each semester will have a different
theme. We will use a combination of modern
worship music as well as arrangements of
historic worship music.

A
live band will accompany each performance.
